Mallee Gateway Craft - It was on August 16th 2004
that Gateway Craft after some hard work and lots
of laughs opened for business.

Founding members were Ruth Julian, Ted Julian, Jeff
and Kath Beacham, Jane Baxter and Rene Lynch. We
all put money in to get fittings for the shop and if all
went well over time we would be paid back. The owner
of the building, Rhonda Phillips, unlocked the front
door, cut the ribbon and we were ready to go.

Founding members, our first Crafters and those who
encouraged us to give it a go stayed for champagne
and nibbles. We all felt great as a few people visited
and agreed with what we were doing and wished us
the best of luck.

We started signing Crafters on that first day, explaining
it was a not for profit business and we would keep fees
low with a small handling fee so that everyone could
try their hand at craft making, and any profit going to
local organisations. We soon had a good many crafters
plus volunteers from the craft people themselves.

This fantastic little shop sold quilts, jumpers,
furniture, baby items, teddy bears,
jewellery, jams, pickles. You name it we could
usually get someone to make it,
at one stage we had almost 50 volunteers.

Because of this we were able to donate to St. John
Ambulance, Vinnie’s and towards lights to guide the air
ambulance to the football oval whenever necessary.
Our shop gave the residents of the town an opportunity
to get busy doing something for themselves, keep
occupied while making a little money for themselves.

Quite a few locals would just drop in for a chat and
tourists would talk of their travels around Australia
and overseas. We always said if we lasted 10 years
that would be great but we were delighted when it
got to 13. However at that point due to unforeseen
circumstances we had to make a decision to close.
This decision was not made lightly as many crafters
received a lot of pleasure making and selling their
handiwork. Especially as a lot of their items went
overseas.

So, shut shop we did. After rounding everything up
the three remaining original committee members Ruth
Julian, Rene Lynch and Jane Baxter, met with Michael
McEntee, Chief of the Fire Brigade, and presented
him with a cheque of the remaining funds. These
funds went to the purchasing of a resuscitation unit for
Tailem’s Fire Trucks.

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Just who is Allen Burt?

| have been the Postman in Tailem Bend for 45 years,
23 years as the second and last appointed by Australia
Post and for 22 years as the first and only contractor
for Australia Post since 1998.

When | joined in 1974 it was called the PMG. | was an
Assistant Postal Officer whose job was to sort the parcels
and deliver telegrams but was trained in the operation of
the Tailem Bend Telephone Exchange as the Night Boy to
fill a vacancy. (I had never made a phone call prior to that !')

When the vacancy for that job was filled, | returned to doing
telegrams and Parcels for about 6 months when the then
current Postman Harold Robinson (Robbie to all those who
remember him) decided to take early retirement in early
1975. When his position became vacant | applied for it and
was officially appointed in November 1975. Back then the
delivery consisted of two parts, the big round of 350 plus
points and the small round of 100 which was all done on a
bicycle. When the telephone exchange went automatic the
small round was combined with mine bringing the number
to about 450 points.

Letter volumes have dropped significantly
in the last few years
going from up to 1000 a day to several hundred.
However, parcels have increased from about 20 - 30 a
day to 260, and it is at
its highest now, averaging about 100 daily.

There used to be vast quantities of Christmas, Easter,
Valentines and birthday cards but with emails, social media
and online buying they are almost non-existent, except for a
few senior residents that send and get cards now.

The early days, until 1998 the delivery was done on a
bicycle and the distance covered was 24 kilometres for 5%
days then reduced to 5 days a week. When Australia Post
decided to make the Office into a Licences Post Office, they
had slowly cut back the staff from the original 12 employees
to just 2. They decided to make those left redundant but
did offer Nigel Kiddie to be the licensee of the Post office
and offered me the contract to still deliver mail and parcels
to the town. The biggest change then was to deliver the
mail by motorcycle which made life so much easier. Tailem
Bend has grown slowly over that period and there are over
720 delivery points covering 27 kilometres on sealed roads
which were few and far between in the 70s.

| have assisted many people over the years whilst doing
the round and still do, giving directions to people, even the
local police back then as the numbering system and street
names were very confusing. | have helped some of the
older residents by taking their shopping home if they were
walking, turning a tar drum for several years as the side
was rusting out, picking up items from the supermarket and
rolllling down outdoor blinds in summer and even changed
light globes.

Outside of work | did 23 years as a member of the Army
Reserve leaving as an Instructor with 3 Field Squadron
Royal Australian Engineers to qualify Recruits to become
a Combat Engineer. In 1995 | joined the Australian Army
Cadets as an Instructor to supervise training at the Cadet
Unit in Murray Bridge for a short posting but after 25 years
| am still there and | am now the Officer Commanding that
Unit.

In my spare time | am the assistant Curator of the Murray
Bridge RSL Museum and usually spend one day a week
helping the Curator setting up displays and cataloguing
exhibits. | also did two terms on the Meningie Council
representing Tailem Bend in the early 90s but did not
continue when the councils amalgamated.

| have been married to Annette for 41 years and | also have
a son, Michael, and a daughter, Nicole, plus Jack our only
grandson. They live in Adelaide with their partners.

Even after 45 years of rain, heat, lightning and
the dogs I still
enjoy getting out and about especially now
with the Covid restrictions.
People are glad to see someone at their door!

RE YOUR ARTICLE ON THE OLD FERRY LANDING
OCTOBER ISSUE OF TAILEM TOPICS

| wrote to Coorong Council roughly 3 months ago, advising them |
had noticed a partial collapse of a pylon on the old landing, while
| was out on the river. | included photos taken over a period of two
weeks showing the partial collapse.

| received no comment from Coorong Council.

| agree the ferry landing needs a big tidy up, a cursory inspection
recently showed rubbish and debris under the rotting ramp with
a straggly willow struggling for survival alongside. The landing is
deteriorating and fast becoming a hazard.

| suggest the removal of all of the rotting ramp structure with
the exception of the first two ramp entrance pylons. Subject to
integrity check, these could remain as a reminder of the site that
was. The willow next to the old landing should be removed to allow
a free water flow to sweep away unsightly rubbish and debris that
is currently trapped and lying under the old ramp. The old landing
site may not then need, safety fencing. The safety fencing in place
now is unsightly. This would add to the overhaul of the riverfront
that has seen an increase in patronage since the willows have
been removed and the pontoon installed.

There is no seating between the old ferry site and the boathouse.
Could some of the old pylons be dressed and mounted on concrete
blocks and utilised as seating in this area. As a matter of interest,
some of the original ferry pylons remain in the water on the edge
of the opposite bank, amongst the willows.

The history of the site is well documented and suitably recorded. It
is time to move on with the times and create an environment more
suited to today’s needs and that of the future. An opportunity to
make history, this generation will be judged on.
