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ALL ABOARD PONTOON TAILEM

The official opening of Tailem Bend’s Fixed
Floating Pontoon was on August 6th, 2020.

This was a significant moment in the town’s history
when Member for Hammond, Adrian Pederick, and
Coorong Mayor, Paul Simmons, proudly opened
the impressive fixed floating pontoon at the recently
upgraded Dickson Reserve, adjacent to the Tailem-
Jervois ferry.

This aesthetically pleasing, cleverly engineered
pontoon was designed to increase visitor numbers
to Tailem Bend, via tour boat and recreational craft
visits. Moorings for eight houseboats are adjacent.
Early indications are encouraging and good news
travels fast, they say. Within days of the opening, the
spectacular paddleboat, Challenger, all the way from
Swan Hill, Victoria, was seen moored there.

No doubt owner Darren Henson, and many others
like him, will spread the good word. We might
even become nicknamed “Port Tailem”!

This $300,000 project was funded by Coorong Council,
supplemented by a generous grant from the State
Government’s Boating Facilities Fund. It appears to be
money very well spent, promising a positive outcome
for Council and the region.

Adrian Pederick
MP, and Mayor Paul Simmons, following brief opening
speeches, showed obvious pride in the new facility,
unveiling a plaque to commemorate its launch.

Welcome amongst the attendees was Dr. Sam Shahin,
dynamic creator and Managing Director of The Bend —
Motorsport Park, whose organisation always express
enthusiastic support for new projects in the district.

Approached by Topics for comment after the event, Dr.
Shahin generously responded by saying “I was thrilled
to be part of this excellent initiative. | had hoped for the
pontoon to be ten times the size, but it's an excellent
start. | hope this encourages many to visit Tailem Bend,
whether they are houseboat operators, private owners
or recreational boat users. This will all contribute to the
rejuvenation of Tailem Bend and surrounding towns.”

| can remember Margaret Jaensch and Leonie Hutson
who were members of the Progress Association
asking me if | would do a story in Topics on the history
of Tailem Bend. Thinking it was just for one edition |
agreed, well it has turned out to be one hundred and
I do thank the many who contributed to the article.
Our editor Jo, suggested | select a very special one. |
think | have!!

Harold Patrick Connolly (My Father) was born in Kent
Town on Tuesday, May 24, 1898. His formative years
were spent in Prospect, before moving to Gawler
where he began his education at St Joseph’s Convent
School. Even though he had very little formal education
(in the early 1900s very few students advanced
beyond grade school), Dad was a voracious reader
and maintained reading lists along with copious notes
on his reading. He would have loved todays new age
technology. He had various forms of employment
before joining the South Australia Railways in 1923,
where he was employed as a Porter at the Adelaide
Railway station. He was later transferred to Murray
Bridge before moving to Tailem Bend in 1924, where
he held the position of Train Guard, before retiring
some 40 years later.

It was in Tailem Bend that he met and married Elfreda
Elnora Wachtel daughter of Robert and Louisa
Wachtel. They would take up residence in 217 Webb
Street where they would raise 15 children, 8 boys and
7 girls.

Dad would often say that without the support of his
wife Nora, it would have been impossible for him
to undertake the volunteering tasks that he had set
himself. When Dad was away for work or volunteering
his time, Mum shouldered the responsibilities of
mother, disciplinarian, home maker and community
member.

Throughout his life he was active on committees of
sporting and civic bodies. Volunteering was a way of
life for H P. He made an immeasurable contribution to
the Tailem Bend community including the formation of
the St Johns Ambulance brigade, the formation of the
Senior Citizen Club, and assisted with the formation of
the St Joseph School, which are just a few his many
lasting legacies. He was tireless in his contribution to
strengthening community and purpose.

Dad was a passionate advocate for volunteering,
believing that cohesive, caring communities are
developed when people with passion and determination
get together and stick to the task.

His philosophy on civic responsibilities and one
which he passed on to all his children, was being
a volunteer is a real commitment, you have to
care, be passionate, be prepared to give, get
involved, and whatever the needs are you meet
them. If you cannot do that, then don’t bother.

Dads influences and involvements were varied and
vast. He loved helping the Tailem Bend township in
any way he could and never wavered in his belief in
and commitment to the people of the Tailem Bend
community. His community endeavours were about
making the town a better place to live in and visit.

Dad, was an active member of the local Branch of the
Labor Political Party and a committee member of the
Australian Railways Union.

Dad was a ‘true believer’ in the Labor Party and in the
role that the party could do to improve the conditions
of his fellow “railway man” Dad, was inspired by Ben
Chifley a Locomotive Train Driver who went on to
become the Prime Minister of Australia. Although a
Labor man, it would be wrong to suggest that Dad did
not respect the oppositions point of view.

His philosophy was “whether they disagree or
agree with you is irrelevant. It’s the fact that
everyone is entitled to their opinion and that it
was important for people with different political
beliefs to talk with one another?”

He did not change his mind about most things, but by
having healthy debates in a civil manner he thought
he understood better why some people had different
views.

Dad, for many years was part of a group of Labor men
that organised the Labor Day marches in Tailem. One
of his proudest moments was marching alongside the
then Premier Don Dunstan, from the Main Street hotel
to the footy club.

One of the pioneers of the St John Ambulance Brigade
in the district, he was also founder of the Brigades
Southern Division. He gained his first aid certificate
in 1924 and joined the St John Prospect Division in
February of that year, where he served as a member
of the horse drawn ambulance squad. In 1938 he
received a life membership gold medallion for the SA
Railway Ambulance Corps.

A foundation member of Tailem Bend Ambulance
Division, he was promoted from private and eventually
became Superintendent at Tailem Bend. He was
Superintendent of the Tailem Bend division for 14 years
and he retired from active service in 1966, however
continued to serve as an honorary secretary until
1969. SA St John awarded him a 12-year efficiency
medal, with three bars for each further ten years of
service. He was made a serving brother of St John in
a ceremony at Government House in 1954.

Dad, was recognised for saving the life of a woman
who was hit by a train at the Karoonda station platform
in 1957, for this he was awarded the Order of St John
of Jerusalem medal (photo to the right) at Government
House by Governor Sir Robert George.

Dad, was also the man to go to if any children in
Webb street or neighbouring streets had injured
themselves. Cuts, bruises, scolds were all
treated with care and kindness.

John Corner, who lived nearby, remembers HP
attending to his son Gary, who had unfortunately
sliced the webbing between his thumb and forefinger.

He knew Dad was a St John man from seeing him
at the footy, so he took his son to see if HP could
assist with the injury. John, was so impressed by
Dads expertise and his ability to calm his boy, that he
joined the St John ambulance brigade. John, went on
to become Superintendent in three divisions, Tailem
Bend, Peterborough and Salsibury.

St Columbkille’s Church played an important part in
the spiritual life of the family. An enthusiastic member
and helper of the Tailem Bend Catholic Church, HP
strongly supported the foundation of the Church
Convent in the 1940s. The children were baptised in
the church, made their first communion and married
there. The two eldest of the Connolly children attended
the Tailem Bend primary school, but being a member
of the Catholic Church committee, Dad got behind the
idea of establishing a Catholic school in the town.

Dad, was acknowledged for his contribution of
a booklet on the history of the Church at Tailem
Bend, which was published to celebrate the 50th

anniversary of the Church.

Dad, donated a sanctuary lamp to the church which
burns continuously in memory of his wife, Nora.

More of Dad’s life and achievements will be sustained
in the next edition.

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What's happening with your council?
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In 2018 the Disability Inclusion Act 2018 (SA) was passed
following the South Australian Government recognising
a stronger commitment to access and inclusion planning
for people living with disability was needed. This has led
council to develop a Disability Access and Inclusion Plan.
The plan is required to be gazetted and registered with the
Department of Human Services (DHS) along with being
published in an accessible format on Council’s website by
31 October 2020. This has been a major body of work for
the staff, and is a comprehensive document.

Council also engaged Galpins Accountants, Auditors &
Business Consultants to conduct an investigation into
the financial and administrative relationship between
the Mayor and the Council for the period January 2014
to February 2020. The investigation covered credit card
and fuel card transactions, Mayoral allowance payments,
reimbursements, any administrative or statutory dealings
with Council; payment of debts and any financial benefits
paid to the Mayor for goods or services. The 40 page report
is contained in the AUGUST Agenda.

Council has updated and re-written the Community
Grants Policy making available small community grants
of up to $1,000, Community Event Grants of up to $2,000,
Community Project Grants of up to $5,000, and Sport &
Cultural Grants are being made available to individuals.
A new webpage on councils website has been created to
promote and advertise what is available at any point in time:

Council also publishes an information document which
always accompanies the agenda for each month.

Dryandra speciosa is a lovely small shrub
growing to 1m, with 10cm long narrow leaves.

Bell shaped reddish - orange pendant flowers are
often hidden due to their habit, showing only the
outer hairy grey bracts. Hence the common name
Shaggy Dryandra often given to this Dryandra.

Dryandra nobilis. Its name describes this
outstanding Dryandra. Growing to 3m x 3m with
leathery, prickly, deeply lobed leaves. Amongst
which the 8cm golden - yellow flower heads crowd
along the arching branches.

Both these Dryandras are native to the Avon
district of Western Australia, both are proving
drought and frost hardy.

I do not need to tell you that during the summer there were
devastating bushfires in the Adelaide Hills, Kangaroo Island
as well as the Keilira area near Kingston.

The South Australian Bushfire Garden Revival Group stepped up
after the fires to help those people who lost their gardens to the
bushfires. A lost garden can have a large impact on the mental
health and well-being of a gardener and the need to get them back
out tending a garden can be incredibly valuable.

The group is made up of volunteers who collect seed, plants,
garden equipment, ornaments, and pots to donate to these families
so they can get back in the garden as soon as possible. They
have been doing this work for many years and were responsible
for helping people after bushfires in South Australia in the past,
such as the Pinery and Sampson Flat fires.

There was 17-year-old girl named Joni Eareckson, who
like all teenagers her age was full of vitality, vigour and
promise. Her favourite sport was horse-back riding, and in
every completion her performance was so very impressive
that her prospects for the future kept rising both noticeably
and dramatically.

And that is precisely what she did- so
successfully and admirably that she is author of two best-
sellers — one being autobiographical and entitled Joni — and
has played the lead role in a movie of her own life.

This inspiring story aptly demonstrates what Jesus can do
in the life of any and every individual, if we let him. This
precisely is what Joni did in her absolute helplessness. But
with Faith in the Almighty Power and the never-failing help
of the Lord Jesus, she was able to achieve the impossible.
